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Foreword

In the process of the researching church books and other sources of vital data, photographs or photocopies were
obtained of the discovered more important records.  This of course included the church records of all the direct
ancestors and those of ancestral relatives, when they contained information deemed important or worthwhile to
preserve. Notes were prepared about the significant contents found on all other vital records.

The vital data images presented here have been digitally processed to make them as legible as possible.  They
were also labeled with filenames for identification.  The presented records were translated, and the translation
was placed on the image, if space allowed it, otherwise the translations were presented as an attachment to the
record.

The images in this Book are in alphabetical order of their filenames, which in all cases contain the full
name of the individual. There is also a suffix identifying the type of the vital record, i.e. ‘CB’, ‘CM’
or ‘CD’ for birth, marriage and death respectively.  For example:
GuzikFerencCB1. is the first of two pages of the birth record of Ferenc Guzik. GuzikFerencCM2.
is the second page of his marriage record. GuzikFerencCD. is his death record, which has only one
page.

Marriage records are a special case for three reasons: a.) they are about two people; b.) it is possible
that only one of those individuals is our direct ancestor; and c.) an ancestor can marry more than once.
If both individuals on the marriage record are our direct ancestors the filename will be the name of the
male ancestor – always.  If that is not the case, the filename will be that of the direct ancestor –
whether man or woman.

If a direct ancestor married more than once and all records have been found, then ‘a’, ‘b’, ‘c’ in the
filename will signify the temporal sequence of the marriages.  For example here are the marriages of
two direct ancestors called Anna Strasser and Joseph Naller.  Anna married and her husband soon
died.  She married again to our direct ancestor, Joseph Naller, who later died and left Anna a widow
again. Anna then married for the third time.  The filenames of the marriage records will be the
following:
StrasserAnnaCMa. NallerJosephCM. StrasserAnnaCMc.
If we did not know Anna’s maiden name (often the case for women), but knew that she was a widow,
when marrying Joseph Naller, the filename of her third marriage would be:

Naller(N)AnnaCMc.
If Anna Strasser died in her Naller marriage (and her husband survived her) and Joseph remarried, the
filename of that marriage would be NallerJosephCMb. If the record had three pages, the third page
would be called: NallerJosephCMb3. This is looking perhaps somewhat  complicated but it is much
simpler than it looks at first sight.

Appendix ‘C’, the signature collection and data source mementoes carry all the information needed to
understand them and do need no explanation.
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
